The income eligibility limits for the Child Nutrition Programs are based on the poverty guidelines issued by the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS). The poverty guidelines are normally issued in February or March, but Congress has acted three times to delay publication of the 2010 poverty guidelines.  Therefore, it is uncertain as to when USDA will be able to determine the Income Eligibility Guidelines (IEGS) for School Year 2010-2011.  
This delay has impacted updating applications since the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch Act (NSLA) requires that the reduced price IEGs be included on applications for meal benefits in the Child Nutrition Programs. 

The state of Kentucky has asked for, and has been granted, a waiver of the requirement in section 9(b)(2)(B)(i) of the National School Lunch Act (NSLA) under the authority in section 12(1) of the NSLA.  You will not be required to include the reduced price IEGs on the household application for this year only.

All sponsors must use the USDA prototype application or submit an alternative application to the State Agency for approval.  The alternate application must contain all items found on the prototype application. This includes districts that are scanning applications and have previously submitted them for approval.
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Also included as an attachment is a memorandum to all District Title 1 Coordinators and School Food Service Directors.
